An exciting new program for Boy Scouts 
 
This program has been created specifically for 
Boy Scouts who are 11-12 years old.   
Scouts will work on outdoor skills from  
Tenderfoot, Second Class and First Class as well as  
selected merit badges and leadership development.   
 
The program will run Monday - Friday, 8:30 AM to 4:00 PM for 5 
weeks, starting  July 10th. An overnight camp out will take place on 
Thursday.   
 

Participants will be organized into Patrols.  There will be a 
maximum of 24 scouts in the program allowing for 3 patrols of 8 
scouts.  Each week the  Patrol will elect a Patrol Leader.  Activities 
and projects will be done as patrols. 
 

The program content will be based on the outdoor requirements 
for Tenderfoot through First Class.  Scouts will also have the 
opportunity to try activities such as kayaking, climbing, shooting, 
and pioneering.
